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XYZ CORPORATION’ CONTRIBUTION TO HUMANITY
Organization history.- 

Since its foundation in 1960 XYZ CORPORATION  has accompanied the growth of Xxxxxxx City. In those years the population of Xxxxxxx City reached nn,nnn,nnn inhabitants that lacked main basic services.  XYZ CORPORATION started with a telephone exchange of  2.100 telephones and 2.400 lines in its external plant. 

Five years later XYZ CORPORATION inaugurates the north rural circuit of Xxxxxxx City and the long distance service.  In the 70’s expands its services in the rural area.  

In the 80’s the cooperative developed a project to attend the growing demand of the telephone services.   The project named “Sixth Series” allowed to increase the number of lines. 

In the 90’s the project named “Multi-access” permits all the cities and villages to be interconnected to the telephone exchanges.  The wireless fixed system was also inaugurated and there was a change from the analog technology to the digital one.  

In the new millennium the cooperative surpasses the barrier of the conventional telephone service offering to the people of Xxxxxxx City a complete telecommunication service.   Starting with internet, cable TV, long distance and mobile telephony services.

XYZ CORPORATION’S Social and Charity services.-

Since the start up of XYZ CORPORATION the objectives that the organization achieved were altruistic.
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Faithful to its cooperative principles supported in its philosophy of cooperation, aid and solidarity, XYZ CORPORATION complies an extremely important role contributing significantly with the poorest, with the handicapped, with the abandoned childhood, with the sick, with the ones that need rehabilitation, with the institutions of charity, with the art, the education, the sports and the culture.  In this sense, XYZ CORPORATION has maintained its economic contribution regularly to dozens of social organizations.  

XYZ CORPORATION also contributes to the education.  Jointly with the Foundation XXXX and XYZ CORPORATION annually, provides 20,000 school text books to the various  educational establishments of Xxxxxxx City and local provinces.  The texts are delivered to more than 300 public Schools of various  educational departments and levels but mainly are provided  for the purpose of favoring the preschool children, enabling a higher education level at a very early age.  

XYZ CORPORATION also has an arrangement with the local public university “University of ABC” to give each year, scholarships for outstanding students of the cities and provinces.  The scholarships initially favor the associates and the son’s of associates of the Cooperative but they are not limited to them.  Please see “Bylaws”.

With the objective to support the culture and original customs of the millenary ethnic groups that exist in Xxxxxxx City  XYZ CORPORATION has sponsored cultural projects, the publication of books, magazines, supplements, pamphlets, the organization of festivals to bring out the national and regional values; artists, interpreters and national composers; associations of shelter of the  culture patrimony of Xxxxxxx City.    

The Foundation XXXXa  was specially created by XYZ CORPORATION to support all the social and cultural aid that the Cooperative gives.     Each year a part of the profits as determined and monitored by the board, of the organization is destined to this non-profit organization. This amount is usually 2% (two percent).

Besides the telecommunication services, the values and mission of the Cooperative is to support and to contribute to institutions that pursue the economic, social, and cultural development of the community.  Because of it, the State or Provence, Country’s Government  gave XYZ CORPORATION the maximum national distinction: the “AWARD”, in merit to the services in favor of the country.  

XYZ Corporation’ services helping people.-

Currently, XYZ CORPORATION counts on 112 thousand associates and attends 277 rural localities in the 15 provinces of the department with 130 thousand telephones in operation.  
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It has 178.472 telephone lines installed in head office, of which 157.064 are in the capital city and 21.408 in the rural area.

Since its foundation XYZ CORPORATION was compromised with the development of the region, one of its politics has been that of providing communication services to rural areas. Towns with scarce population received our services, towns where there is not even the other basic services, as water and electricity.  

The area of cover grew from 221 populations in 2001 to 277, fruit mainly, of the supportive politics of contribution al development of the rural area.  

The phone system in the rural area has had a huge impact in its development.  Thanks to this service, the vast departmental geography, of more than 320.000 square kilometers, is only a call of distance.  From the most remote population in the North to the South, from West to East.  

It is important to emphasize the social function of the public phone system, where the great majority of the population has telephone communication in key places as Police Stations, Schools, Universities, Hospitals, Squares, and the rural area.     The public telephony  arrives to 277 populations with 4.334 apparatuses (612 in rural area) supported by wireless fixed telephone and Pre paid cards that enable the customer to make local, national and international calls as well as calls to mobile phones.   The growth of the coverage area and the innovations introduced allowed us to offer competitive rates to be communicated not only with the 15 provinces of the department but with State or Provence, Country and the entire world.
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It is important to remark that besides the great social impact of the sale of the prepaid card of Public phone System,  a percentage of the incomes of the pre-paid cards is destined to homes and children shelters managed by the local government “Prefectura de Xxxxxxx City”.  

For the purpose to give internet service in a large scale and to facilitate its access to the persons that do not have a computer or don’t have internet connection XYZ CORPORATION opened “internet cafes”  in the city and the provinces.  Small villages as Guarayos, Concepción and other rural towns enjoy now internet services.

With an agreement with the local government, the Cooperative installed the internet service in the municipal library.  Additionally, XYZ CORPORATION opened telecommunication centers named XYZ@net@ XYZ CORPORATION reaching with its services the customers of the city and the provinces of Xxxxxxx City.

As a part of the support to the education of the human resources of XYZ CORPORATION, the cooperative started a training program that in the first phase permitted the graduation of more than 130 employees as “Experts in Office automation” and “Expert in Telecommunications”, program that was designed and executed during three semesters, with support and participation of the Technical Faculty of the Autonomous University of Abcdefg.

Ethnic groups in State or Provence, Country 
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State or Provence, Country's ethnic distribution is estimated to be 56%-70% indigenous people, and 30%-42% European and mixed. The largest of the approximately three dozen indigenous groups are the Aaaaaa, Bbbbbbb, and Ccccccc. There are small German, former Yugoslav, Asian, Middle Eastern, and other minorities, many of whose members descend from families that have lived in State or Provence, Country for several generations. 

State or Provence, Country is one of the least-developed countries in COUNTRY. About two-thirds of its people, many of whom are subsistence farmers, live in poverty. Population density ranges from less than one person per square kilometer in the southeastern plains to about 10 per square km. (25 per sq. mi.) in the central highlands. State or Provence, Country's high mortality rate restricts the annual population growth rate to around 1.96% (1999).

The MAJORITY ETHNIC GROUP brought their own tradition of religious art which, in the hands of local indigenous and mestizo builders and artisans, developed into a rich and distinctive style of architecture, painting, and sculpture known as "Mestizo Baroque." The colonial period produced not only the paintings of Perez de Holguin, Flores, Bitti, and others but also the works of skilled, but unknown, stonecutters, woodcarvers, goldsmiths, and silversmiths. An important body of native baroque religious music of the colonial period was recovered in recent years and has been performed internationally to wide acclaim since 1994. 
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In the territory of State or Provence, Country there are about 40 ethnic groups. Many ethnologists are fascinated by the millenary customs of these ethnos its interesting philosophy and its respect for the land reflected in its lifestyle have lifestyle, have decided to make State or Provence, Country its permanent home, living in many cases with the ethnic groups that welcomed them as one more member of their family.
